COLLECTION POLICY

WHEREAS, Atrticle lll.H of the Articles of Incorporation of e Lakes at Castle Rock (the Association) authsrize
the Association "to exercise all of the powers pridileges and to perform all the duties and olilmzs" of the As-
sociation; and,

WHEREAS, Section 10.2 of the Association's Covenants, Cood# & Restrictions
(CC&Rs) stipulates that "the Board shall have thewer and authority to determine all
matters in connection with assessments...", andthdyr as per Article 3.1.G, shall "fix, levy,
collect and enforce assessments............ "and;

WHEREAS, Article 3.2.E of its Bylaws grants the Board of &itors the powers and duties "to collect delinquent
assessments from any person by suit, foreclosuessd#ssment lien or otherwise and to enjoin or daelages
from any person for failure to pay assessmentsf, an

WHEREAS, The Board of Directors of the Association desiesalopt a procedure to collect assessments and
other charges due and payable to the Association;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Association hereby adopesfbllowing procedures
for the collection of assessments and other chalgesand payable to the Association:

1. Due Date.The annual assessment shall be due and payaltamstallments due on the 1st day of each month.
Pre-payment of assessments are permitted, antievitedited to the Lot account.

2. Late Charge.As per section 10.14 of the CC&Rs, unless the nigrtssessment is paid within fifteen (15) days
of the due date, a late fee equal to ten perc&db)bf the amount of the monthly assessment skathiarged the
Owner.

3. Interest. As per section 10.14 of the CC&Rs, unless the niprissessment is paid within fifteen (15) dayshef t
due date, any such unpaid amounts (assessmeniaimekes) shall bear interest at a rate of twpkreent (12%)
per annum.

4. Invoices.The Association may, but shall not be requiredssae payment coupons or statements to owners as a
reminder of an owner's obligation to pay assesssr@mther charges of the Association. The nonipeoé a pay-
ment coupon or bill by an owner shall not reliemeoavner's liability for assessments.

5. Return Check Charges.A thirty-five dollar ($35.00) fee shall be assessgdinst an owner in the event any
check or other instrument paid by the owner ishastored by the bank or is returned by the banlafgr reason
whatsoever, including but not limited to, insuféiot funds. If two or more of an owner's checksratarned un-
paid by the bank within any fiscal year, the asstomn may require that all of the owner's futurgrpants be
made by certified check or money order.

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6. Attorney's Fees on Delinquent AccountsAs per Article 10.14 of the CC&Rs, "owners shaly paasonable
attorneys' fees incurred by the Association in eation with the collection of assessments, intetast fees and
other amounts owed the Association."

7. Application of payments made to the AssociatiorRPayments received from an owner will be appliethéfol-
lowing order of priority, and consistent with Arize@ Revised Statutes, 33-1803(B):

First toward the principal amount unpaid.

All late charges and interest accrued.

Charges for legal fees, court costs and other .costs

All other charges incurred by the owner and/or Asg@n as a result of any violation by an ownes/iter family,
employees, agents or licensees.

8. Collection Notification

After a monthly assessment or other charge dué#seciation becomes 30 days past due, the Assatiatiay
cause, but shall not be required, to send a "latiea! to the owner who is delinquent in payment.

After a monthly assessment or other charge dué#seciation becomes 60 days past due, the Assatiaiay
cause, but shall not be required, to send a "dematick" to the owner who is delinquent in payment.

If payment in full is not received within 90 dayke Association may, but shall not be requiredseind a "Notice
of Intent" to the owner to refer the account fagdkecollection action. The Association may simudtansly send a
copy of the notice to the mortgagee of the home.

9. Use of Certified Mail / Regular Mail. In the event the Association shall cause colleatiodemand letter or
notices to be sent to a delinquent owner by regukit, the Association may also cause, but shdlbeaequired,
to send an additional copy of that letter or nobigecertified mail.

10. Liens.The Association may file a Notice of Lien agairtst property of any delinquent owner in accordance
with the terms and provisions of the CC&Rs.

11. Referral of Delinquent Accounts to AttorneysThe Association may, but shall not be requireaeter delin-
guent accounts to its attorney for collection. Upeferral to the attorney, appropriate action tibect the delinquent
account shall commence
12. Referral of Delinquent Accounts to Collection AenciesThe Association may, but shall not be requireceto r
fer delinquent accounts to one or more collectigengies for collection. Upon referral to a collentagency, the
agency shall take all appropriate action to collbetaccounts referred.

This policy shall replace all prior policies and proceduresgueing to assessment collection matters.
